Well, after donning a parachute and having him ask if 
I'd ever been in a fully aerobatic aircraft before, I was starting to wonder what I was getting into. When I said that I had fond 
memories of experiencing aileron rolls in a Bonanza, an Iskra jet and a T6, a slight grin crossed his face. We got all strapped in 
and proceeded to taxi to the run up area. 
 

Sitting in the front seat while taxiing in this little tail dragger provided an exceptional view of the instrument panel. As for see-
ing what is in front of you, well that is a totally different issue. I couldn't help but marvel at the impeccable workmanship and 
attention to detail that was invested in his plane. The traditional rainbow eagle color scheme is totally cool.  I was riding in a 
truly beautiful aircraft. 
 

After receiving clearance for takeoff Martin explained that he planned to use most of the runway to gain some speed. It was-
n't clear why until he pulled back on the stick and we went vertical. Well, he told me in advance about everything he was

He then 
offered to let me take the stick and try a roll.  Under normal circumstances I would have jumped at the opportunity but, about 
an hour or so earlier I had eaten this can of sardines you see.  The Eagle had a beautiful canopy. The whole bird was spotless,

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AIR TRAFFIC CONTROL, THEY DO A LOT MORE THAN SLEEP ON THE JOB!       -  CLAUDIO LOSACCO, SAFETY OFFICER 
 

I recently had two separate opportunities to speak with and interact with air traffic controllers whom we deal 
with all the time.  The first was at a Wings Seminar held at the Van Nuys Airport where tower controllers from 
Van Nuys, Burbank and Whiteman were present.  The second was at a one-day tour of the Southern California 
(SoCal) TRACON Facility in San Diego, CA.  I had a great time at both events and learned a lot about what con-
trollers do and how we can help them help us. 
 

The controllers at each event spoke about areas in the San Fernando Valley and Inland Empire that we should 
avoid when flying VFR, blind spots at each airport related to surface operations and other things we, collec-
tively as pilots, do on an ongoing basis to frustrate them.  The biggest frustration from controllers appears to

While visiting the SoCal TRACON, I got the opportunity to control air traffic on a simulator for about ten min-
utes.  That was an eye opening experience!  Sure gave me a greater appreciation for the job controllers do. 
 

These events were both very fun and educational.  If you get the chance to participate in a question & answer 
session with controllers or have an opportunity to visit an ATC facility, I suggest you take advantage of it.
